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Expanding the Team to Enhance the English
Learning Environment
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Our school is actively expanding the English teaching team.
Apart from providing our students with more engaging
lunchtime and after-school English activities, two native
English teachers and a native English activity assistant are now
teaching in various classes. Prioritizing the English learning of
every student, one native English teacher is assigned to teach
Language Arts to all S1 and 2 students, while another foreign
teacher teaches English in one S1 class, one S2 class, and
several junior and senior secondary English speaking lessons.
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Enhancing English Proficiency with
Innovative Technology
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The school has introduced the artificial intelligence English
platform SolidMemory and the Al intelligent English
speaking training system to help students improve their
vocabulary, reading, and speaking skills. The school utilizes
the SolidMemory Al platform to assist students in learning
English vocabulary and enhancing their reading abilities.
Over the past two years, nearly one hundred students have
increased their vocabulary by over two thousand words,
leading to significant improvements in their English grades.

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Additionally, senior students will continue to use GAVIS, an Al
intelligent English speaking training system developed by the
Hong Kong University of Science and Technology. Students can
participate in simulated HKDSE speaking training through their
mobile phones, computers, or tablets, and even experience
virtual classrooms while wearing VR glasses. This project is led
by Dr. Nick Wong, one of our school alumnus who now works
as a lecturer at the University's Language Education.
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Enhancing Curriculum for Improved
Performance
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Our students' performance in English has been consistenly
improving. Last year, the percentage of students meeting
university admission requirements in the English subject
increased by 60%. This academic year, we continue to benefit
from the assistance of Ms. Ng Miu Yee as our English Curriculum
Consultant. As the former principal of Carmel Secondary
School, Ms. Ng is collaborating with the English teachers
to improve the curriculum to enhance students' English
proficiency and prepare them for the future. Additionally, this
year we are implementing a brand-new school-based English
Language Arts curriculum for S1 and 2 students, hoping to
provide a more dynamic learning experience.
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
